Time Penalties  
Time Penalties will be enforced.  Players not at their table ready to play 10 minutes after being called will 

be penalized 4 points per minute for the next 10 minutes at which stage games will be forfeited.  The same

Top four (4) (dependant on numbers of each sections) from 

each section will qualify for Post Section play and will be decided on number of wins.  If wins are equal 

then frame difference will determine qualifiers.  If still equal there will be who beat who, then ranked in 

section, if still equal re spotted black to determines who goes through.
